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Trubowitz Building, Buchman Faculty of Law, 1962
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The first building on campus was erected at the
initiative of the Hebrew University, which sought to
establish a Tel Aviv branch before the establishment of
Tel Aviv University. The building began to be occupied
with the opening of the 1961 academic year, even before
constructionwas completed: 1,400 studentsenrolled in the
Buchman Faculty of Law and the Gershon Gordon Faculty
of Social Sciences, where they also studied accounting
and business administration. It was not until 1970 that the
building was transferred to Tel Aviv University, which grew
rapidly around it.

The Trubowitz Building was designed as a modern box
with a restrained facade, consisting of a double-layer of
exposed concrete beams and columns. The facades were
clad with reddish-brown bricks, which give the building

its uniqueness and even reappears in the interior of
the building.

The entrance hall rises to a height of two stories, but the
foyer is characterized by an elegant design: its walls are
covered with wooden panels, and filtered sunlight floods it
through wide glass windows.

The building's architect, Uriel Schiller, was invited in 1979
to design a library wing for the building, in collaboration
with architect Robert Nadler. Later, wings were added to
the building designed by other architects: the classroom
tower and faculty rooms were designed by Shulamit Nadler,
Michael Nadler, Shmuel Bikson and Moshe Gil. A new wing,
which includes a representative entrance to the faculty
complex in combination with researcher rooms and an
auditorium, was designed by Rani Nir and Arie Kutz.
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
